▪ Securing and processing procurement requests from university 
departments, colleges, and units. 

▪ Opening bids and offers submitted by companies electronically. 
▪ Preparing contracts and purchase orders related to tenders. 
▪ Submitting procurement requests on the Etimad platform. 
▪ Receiving and registering financial claims for each tender on the 

Etimad platform. 
▪ Approving financial claims and forwarding them to the Financial 

Administration. 
▪ Preparing periodic reports on achievements and 

recommendations for improvement, submitted to the 
department director.

To be an outstanding model in government procurement, tenders, and 
contracts, contributing to the achievement of the university’s goals while 
adhering to a well-defined budget for necessary purchases.
